USE YOUR CITIZENSHIP: 
A ]  If you are a citizen in the United States and have the right to vote, REGISTER TO VOTE. 
B ]  WRITE members of Congress, your state legislators and the Governor, asking them to consider alternatives to the death penalty. 
C ]  VOTE only for candidates who do not make support for the death penalty a campaign issue. Support in any way possible the campaigns  
of  politicians (regardless of party affiliation) who actively speak out for alternatives to the death penalty.   
   
BE VISIBLE! 
Wear the message on a button or a T-shirt at least one day a week, if not all the time.  Putting a bumper sticker on your car or in your office displaying the 
message creates more visibility for the issue.  Educate yourself so that when someone asks you why you believe he death penalty is a bad public policy, you 
can tell them!

ASK YOUR RELIGIOUS LEADER TO ADDRESS THE ISSUE FROM THE PULPIT: 
Almost every organized religion is opposed to the death penalty.  Ask your spiritual and lay-leaders to openly address this issue from the pulpit and/or in 
other organized discussions.  Start a dialogue about what your religious community can do to work for alternatives to the death penalty. Contact the 
Religious Organizing Project at 215-241-7130 or <www.deathpenaltyreligious.org> for a variety of faith-based organizing material.
